

Physician Assistant

We have an immediate need for a Physician Assistant to support two of our Pain Management physicians in our NW Portland pain clinic. This position supports physicians by assessing, planning and providing patient care under the general supervision of a pain management physician. Examines patient, provides pain treatments, compiles patient medical data, including health history and records results of treatment.  Works a flexible schedule depending upon needs of the clinic.

Essential Functions/Major Responsibilities:
1. Assesses, plans and provides patient care under the supervision of a physician. Confers with Pain Management physician regarding patient care.
1. Examines patient and provides therapeutic care and pain management treatment under the direction of a pain management physician.
1. Compiles patient medical data, including health history and results and accurately tracks information in the OAG Medical Records system. 
1. Records progress notes and instructs and may counsel patients.
1. The mid-level provider functions in a manner which maintains the confidentiality and privacy of each patient, promotes a positive relationship with all health team members.
1. May act as the go-between for the hospital and patient or the patient’s family and the hospitals representatives.

Experience Requirements: 
Solid Physician Assistant experience (3-6 years) required in the same setting or a similar environment.  Prior experience in a pain management setting is desirable.

Education and Skill Requirements:
Must be a graduate of an accredited physician assistant program. Must meet all state licensing and credentialing requirements pertaining to a Physician Assistant. Typically requires a Master's Degree.
